· A commitment to operate according to the guidelines for all OGP-related activities;

· A general outline of the areas in which the United Nations Development Programme seeks to work with OGP;

· The lead contact from the United Nations Development Programme to liaise with the OGP Support Unit.

Moving forward, the Support Unit and the OGP Networking Mechanism will manage day-to-day coordination with OGP’s multilateral partners, with guidance and oversight from OGP’s Peer Learning and Support subcommittee.
